How do I get an application?
1. Visit the Mountain Artists Guild at the Cash for College Event on December 2, 5 to 6:30 PM at the Findlay Toyota Center in Prescott Valley. Meet the Chair of the Scholarship Committee, Jim Ward. Talk to him about why you want to go into an art program. Bring 2 or 3 digital images of your artwork. Request an application.
2. If unable to come to the ‘Cash for College’ Event, request an application from your art instructor.

How do I submit my application and portfolio?
Bring your application and digital images to the Mountain Artists Guild, 228 N. Alarcon Street, Prescott, AZ 86301. Or email them to the guild@mountainartistsguild.org. The Scholarship Committee may request you to bring samples of your work to the Mountain Artists Guild for review.
When is the deadline?
The deadline for submitting both the application and portfolio is April 30, 2025, by 11:59 pm MST.

Scholarship Awards Timeline

1. Applicant’s portfolios and accompanying information will be screened for completion by the Scholarship Chairperson. Applications must be received by 5:00 PM on April 30, 2025.
2. Judging will occur on Monday, May 5th, 2025, by a panel of art professionals selected by the Mountain Artists Guild Scholarship Committee. Judging will be closed to the public.
3. Applicants will be notified by e-mail on Wednesday, May 7th, 2025 of their standing.
4. Award recipients will deliver one piece of original artwork by 5:00 PM on May 16, 2025, to Mountain Artists Guild 228 North Alarcon Street, Prescott, AZ 86301, for use in the Scholarship Award Ceremony.
5. Award recipient and their guests will attend the Scholarship Award Ceremony at 5:00 PM on Friday, May 23rd, 2025, to receive their awards. Students who are not able to attend should contact Jim Ward at the Mountain Artists Guild at guild@mountainartistsguild.org or 928.445.2510, in advance of that date to make alternative arrangements.
6. The Mountain Artists Guild Scholarship Chairperson will contact current schools of award recipients regarding their awards for inclusion in graduation or end-of-year ceremonies.
7. Award recipients must contact the Mountain Artists Guild Scholarship Chairperson with final information regarding their choice of school so awards can be finalized. Awards must be used or forfeited by May 30, 2026. Scholarships are a one-time award. Scholarship checks will be issued to the Financial Aid Office of the chosen schools for payment to the account of the award recipient. The Guild Scholarship Committee reserves the right to increase the scholarship amount or add smaller awards for honorable mentions without notice to applicants.
